Eligibility Requirements

1. To be eligible, students must have completed a pre-optometry university program and have already been accepted into the first professional year of an approved professional optometry program for the fall. (See Appendix A).
2. Students must be Canadian citizens, as well as residents of Newfoundland and Labrador. (See Appendix B).

3. The completed scholarship application must be forwarded to the above address and postmarked no later than September 30th.

The following supporting documentation must be submitted with the completed application form by the appropriate deadline date:

1. All university transcripts of marks for academic studies completed up to May 31.
2.
A copy of the letter of acceptance into the first professional year from an approved School/College of Optometry.
Procedures

Completed applications that meet the above criteria and are received or postmarked by the September 30th deadline will be reviewed by the scholarship committee.  The student selected to receive a scholarship will be notified in October. Those students who are not selected will be notified shortly thereafter. No late documentation will be accepted.
